So as to make them meet. 

When meeting means also separation.

How can we deal with this? What is my savings?

Is it possible to get more than one meaning?

To add new elements to the myth was more easy than taking out its elements.

For tradition itself  did not have time to distill  the text  and so to pass on to next generations, to fasten the process for creating the myth they needed wider space so that necessary material could accumulate there.  

The evolution goes on with accumulation.

I am following scholarly the traditional making of Kati (Ottoman paper cutting craft). In the mean time I follow the resonance of this tradition in my daily production. 

The result is the tension field (felt) between the old Ottoman paper cut and the fragments of ever days life I transformed into art. 

Both give nobility to each other.

These are the two ends which are trying to reach one another.
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
